Definition: Name given to a film.

Rationale: Movies have titles to distinguish from one another and allows users to search with this distinction.

Element 2: Director
Definition: A director is a person who oversees tv, radio, movie, video gaming, content, or of an event.

Rationale: Movies require a director as a person who oversees the direction of the film.


Element 3: Duration
Definition: The duration of the item (such as a movie, audio recording, event) in ISO 8601 date format.

Rationale: Movies should include the duration or length for audience members.


Element 4: Actor
Definition: An actor works in tv, film, or in an event.
